Course Description:  An investigation of the process necessary for the production of a theatrical production.


Course Goals:  To offer an overview of and to develop a degree of skill in the various jobs that are required of a “management staff” to prepare for the production of a theatrical performance.
The student(s) should become aware of the complexity of the role of the directors, producers, designers, dramaturges, and stage managers.  To that end, it is expected that the student(s) will participate extensively in all aspects of pre-production planning, and follow those activities through to the final performance of the production.
Course Objectives: At the conclusion of INTD490 (Pre-Production Planning) the student(s) will:

1. Develop an understanding of the complexity of the pre-production planning process.
2. Participate in hands-on experiences in the areas of production, design, and management.
3. Analyze the roles in a play and suggest the requirements one might expect in the actors who will be cast to perform those roles.

4. Contribute to the casting process.

5. Research the styles of sets and costumes that might be contributory to the overall vision of the director (and also the student if that vision differs).
6. Research the availability of required sets, properties, and costumes in the area.

7. Suggest a suitable design for a set for the play, in consultation with the director.  If the director’s vision is different, work with the vision of the director, but be able to support your vision.

8.  Design the lighting as it is expected to reinforce the overall vision of the production.

9.  Work with the director in maintaining a playbook notating the acting and blocking   notes of the director.

10. Supervise scene work with the actors and assist them with their lines, motivation, and blocking as the director requires.
11.  Perform the role of a stage manager during the run of the show..
